Salma Hayek, Jake Gyllenhaal Join Environmental Leaders & Politicians in Arctic Circle to Highlight Global Warming’s Effects on Inuit

While Hollywood is just starting to feel the heat of the summer movie season, environmental groups Global Green USA and NRDC are bringing politicians, scientists and celebrities to colder climes—the Arctic Circle—this Earth Day to highlight the real heat global warming is putting on the lives of Inuit people in the Arctic Circle. 

Actors Salma Hayek and Jake Gyllenhaal, California State Assemblyman Joe Nation and LA City Councilman Eric Garcetti will join over 1,000 Inuit people in their traditional spring festival, “Tinook Tyme.” The event will be punctuated by a ceremony in which 1,000 Inuit will gather on the sea ice for a dramatic photo.

The arctic is one of the most sensitive regions to the effects of global warming, and is seen as an excellent barometer of changes to come in the rest of the world. Recent intergovernmental studies have shown dramatic reductions in ice and snow cover over the next fifty years in the Arctic Circle could spell real trouble for the native peoples inhabiting these remote regions and are early indicators of the threats posed by global warming to everyone on the planet.
